PRE-DANCE & CREATIVE MOVEMENT

Show 1 will begin with our Pre-Dance and Creative Movement dancers from 6:00pm to 6:15pm. At that point, we will take a short break in order that we may bring these dancers out to meet and join their families in the audience.  The remaining portion of Show 1 will be from 6: 30pm to 7:15pm.

PARENTS: We will have chaperons escorting all dancers back stage and escorting dancers after the show. We kindly ask that parents and friends just sit back and enjoy the show and let us handle all the “workings” backstage.  Pre-Dance & Creative Movement dancers may be escorted backstage by parents upon arriving at Plymouth H.S.  However, after they perform, we will chaperone the dancers to the lobby to meet their parents. 

WHAT TO WEAR

All female students need to wear black leotards and Black Jazz Pants (please check with your instructor). If your class is wearing a Ninth State T-Shirt, all female dancers must have a black spaghetti leotard underneath. No stomachs or undergarments of any kind should be seen. Male Dancers - Black Jazz Pants and Ninth State Dance T-shirt.   All Ballet, Pre-dance and Creative Movement dancers must also wear pink tights.  Makeup should be done PRIOR to arriving (a natural look just little darker than usual).   Hair should be up in an EXTREMELY neat bun.  No jewelry, hair accessories or nail polish. Please treat the dress rehearsal as a performance.  It is important that you try out your attire and hair prior to the performance. Your appearance is a reflection of the school, you, and your classmates.

PARTICIPATION COST: $20 per student (includes t-shirt) Ticket Suggested Donation $3 under age 3 free (will need ticket to ensure seating).

We encourage you to ask around and see what other studios charge for admission, participation fee and costumes.  You’ll probably find that we at the Ninth State go to great lengths to keep this end of the year SHOWCASE affordable and fun for everyone. It is important to note that this is a “break even” event and many instructors and parents donate their time to make this opportunity possible and affordable. The participation fee is $20 per student.  This includes this year’s T-shirts. As we are in a different theatre this year, we will be “selling tickets” at the dance studio prior to the performance to ensure comfortable seating for everyone, we suggested donation of $3 per ticket and those under the age of 3 are free.  However, they must have a ticket to ensure seating.  Minimal additional costs for minor costume accessories may also be required.  T-shirts will be distributed during the week before the show.  Please DO NOT wear the shirts until dress rehearsal and the day of the performance.

TICKETS WILL BE AVAILBLE THE LAST WEEK IN MAY AT THE STUDIO, WE RECOMMEND YOU GET THEM ASAP, TICKETS WILL ALSO BE AVAILBLE AT THE DOOR BUT WE CAN NOT ENSURE SEATING.

Take I-93 to exit 25. Turn right at the end of the off-ramp onto Holderness Road. Follow the road through a bridge to a blinking red light and turn left onto Main Street. Stay to the right when you come to the Town Common, and turn right past the Post Office (up the hill) onto Highland Street. Stay on Highland Street for approximately one mile until you come to the third blinking light at the top of the hill. (Above the light is a rectangular sign for the Plymouth Elementary School and PRHS.) Turn right onto Old Ward Bridge Road to the very end -- passing by the Plymouth Elementary School, the SAU #48 building, and finally the high school. Drive through the parking lot, and you'll find Visitor Parking in front of the school.
